Communications Committee: Lindy Wishard and Kate Hoyt published the February edition of the online newsletter.  Community members can subscribe to the newsletter at www.madisonparkcouncil.org.  
Discussions are continuing with the Madison Park Business Association regarding the combination their website with MPCC’s website.  Jim Hagan suggested that information about the Park Shore Run could be posted online.
Pedestrian Safety: Ken Myrabo received the crosswalk median signs.  Unfortunately, they had the wrong graphic, so he is exchanging them.  Alice Lanczos got a hold of the right person at the City, and their crew will repaint the arrows in front of Tully’s so they are clearer on how people should enter the Bert’s parking lot.

Wireless Network: Ken Myrabo is looking for help with this project that would cover central Madison Park with wireless internet access.  Locally-based Home-Net PC Service is researching the costs involved with setting up such a network.
Land Use Committee: MPCC would like someone to volunteer to monitor permit applications on the City and County websites.  The second design review hearing the for condo conversion of Villa Marina was tentatively scheduled to take place in late February.
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Streetscape Committee: Jim Hagan reported that Liz Ellis has been taking measurements to prepare for future work on the sidewalks.  The brickwork in front of Wells Fargo should not need to be replaced, as it appears to be “in good shape.”  The next phase of the  construction would take place on the south side of Madison Street between in front of Mad Pizza and Scoop Du Jour.  

On the north side of Madison Street, the bricks in front of WAMU were leveled so there isn’t a  slippery puddle after it’s been raining.  Soon, the bicycle rack will be installed  permanently.
Park Update: Peggy Wilton is leading an effort to label all the new plants that were planted in the renovated park.  An expert at the Arboretum is being consulted.  To avoid having the signs be stolen, it is recommended that the copper name plates provide only a number that would be referenced to a central list of plant names.

General Business: 

· Ken Myrabo will soon be publishing a new meeting schedule that accounts for 2009’s holidays.
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Maurice Cooper reported that tolls on the I-90 bridge may be used to pay for construction of a new 520 bridge.  Residents of Mercer Island are opposing tolls on the I-90 bridge, and pushing for immediate tolls on the 520 bridge.  Maurice Cooper and Ken Myrabo sent a letter to the Governor supporting Alternative K.  Maurice is hoping that 1,000 residents will attend a rally in support of a bridge plan that would work best for Madison Park.  Kathleen Stearns suggested that rally invitations should be distributed throughout Madison Park.  Jim Hagan noted that tolling the 520 bridge might reduce traffic so much that a new bridge would no longer be necessary.  Peggy Wilton reminded meeting participants of the state’s prior commitment not to toll the bridge again.  In answer to a question from Lindy Cody about heavy traffic approaching the bridge, Maurice replied that 6 lanes are planned for all of SR 520.  Most residents are not aware that the cost of the bridge work is only 20% of the total project budget.  Details of the project will be included in the next Madison Park Times.
· Lola McKee said that one of her customers at Madison Park Hardware told her that she thought that the City should be contacted about updating the parking regulations in Madison Park.  Lola and other meeting participants voiced their continued opposition to any complaints that might invite the installation of parking meters. 
· Treasurer, Don Sorensen reported that he paid for the extension of the website.  MPCC has no bills to pay now.  Linda Cody and Lola McKee are planning to solicit donations, and a request for donations will be published in the Madison Park Times.
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
